· I Even Met Happy Gypsies is a Yugoslav film directed by Aleksandar Sasa Petrovic in 1967. The plot of the film is based on the life of Roma people in a village in the north of Vojvodina, but the film deals with far more complex topics such as love, interethnic and social relations. The main roles are played by Bekim Fehmiu, Olivera Vuco and Velimir Bata Zivojinovic. This film is considered one of the most important films of the black wave and Yugoslav cinematography in general.

Unlike most of the films of that time, which served as propaganda for the benefits of life in self-governing socialism, this film shows the difficult situation in which the Roma people lived in the villages of Vojvodina in those years. The film also speaks about interethnic relations and the diversity of ethnic groups in Vojvodina – showing  Roma people, Serbs, Slovaks, Hungarians and others.
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· In your opinion, to what extent are films about ethnic minorities important?

· Try to draw a parallel between the then and today's attitude towards ethnic minorities. What do you think, whether society's attitude towards minorities changed for the better or for the worse?
· The pictures show the main character of this film, Beli Bora, played masterfully by the actor Bekim Fehmiu.
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· Based on the pictures, describe the mood of the main character.

· One of the main motives of this film is love. What is the similarity between love on the big screen and one that happens in real life?

· One of the verses of the title track of the film, Djelem Djelem, reads in Romani, Maladilem shukare romea, which translated into Serbian means, I met even happy Roma people. In your opinion, how much do these verses speak about the understanding of happiness among Roma people?

· I Even Met Happy Gypsies is also the first Yugoslav film in which Roma people speak their language.
