It was directed by Ilija Stanojević - Chicha and is considered to be the oldest feature film in the history of Serbian cinema. This film is a biography of the eponymous leader of the First Serbian Uprising, which covers his entire life from childhood to his death, as well as the historical events in which he participated.. 
At the very beginning of the film, a scene was shown in which a sleeping Turk sees a depiction of Milos Obilic blessing a child.

· Acting in film Karadjordje film is surprisingly good. Almost all of the most prominent actors of the National Theater performed in it, many of them in several roles. The great tradition of the quality of Serbian acting has not been betrayed here either. The character of the film Karadjordj is played through the greatest wealth of acting nuances, from extreme timidity in the performance of "righteous anger", through state seriousness and austerity in the performance towards the dukes, to undisguised exasperation after the Serbian victory in the battle of Mishar.
