There she meets the fraudster Lajosh, who plays a nice gentleman and tries to seduce her. Ljubica calls the police on the phone, and they arrive in time to save the girl from the bully  Lajosh, who turns out to be the criminal they are looking for. Desperate that she was on her way to becoming a sinner, Ljubica tries to kill herself by jumping from the bridge into the river Sava. At the last moment, she is saved by her fiancé who came to the city to find her, so love triumphs.
