1. EXERCISE
· Pretty Village Pretty Flame is a Serbian film directed by Srdjan Dragojevic, made in 1996. The film is inspired by a true event, when 7 Serbian soldiers of the Drina Corps were surrounded for nine days in the 97 m long Brodar tunnel in September 1992.

· The film was a Serbian Oscar nominee for the best non-English-speaking film in 1996. It is considered a modern classic of Serbian cinema.
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· The film narratives of neo-war achievements on the territory of the former Yugoslavia offer various explanations of the conflict, reflecting the chaotic and conflicting attitudes and experiences of the willfully and unwillingly involved participants in the war. In his film Pretty Village Pretty Flame, director Srdjan Dragojevic critically points his finger at instigators of war, sharing the burden of guilt on all entities of the former state, while on the other hand, through the character of an imaginary monster, a screamer, Dragojevic tries to present war as a universal world evil.

· Based on the movie you watched, try to analyze one of the characters

· The characters of the friends, Milan and Halil, represent two warring entities, and yet their connection is much deeper than those realized between characters belonging to the same entity. Try to describe the things that connect them as well as the basic differences between these two characters.

· In this film, director Srdjan Dragojevic largely uses flashbacks (sudden transitions of film narration from one time course to another), in order to show the changes in character caused by events that changed their way of thinking. Which of the characters is going through the biggest changes? What are the reasons that changed his mind?

· For the end of the film, the question remains, did the screamer disappear, burn and remain in our stories only as a sad warning about the meaninglessness of the war or is he still lurking in a tunnel and waiting to wake up some new fire?
2. FUN FACTS
· Director Srdjan Dragojevic said that he did not know a single example in history that a film about a specific war was shot at the same time and at the location where the real war was taking place, as was the case here.

· The famous British film magazine "Site and Sound" included the film Pretty Village Pretty Flame in the 30 best war films in the world.
