· Innocence Without Protection is a serbian black-and-white feature film made in 1943, directed by Dragoljub Aleksić, known for being the first sound feature film in the former Yugoslavia. Aleksić, who also wrote the script and produced the film, interprets himself, the famous acrobat and strongman, and the plot shows usage of his skills to save the captured girl from abuse. Aleksic largely used his documentaries in the film, in which he used to record his exploits in the past few years. The film was shot during the Second World War, when Serbia was under German occupation.
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· You can watch the film on the official YouTube channel of the Yugoslav Cinematheque. Although archaic and infinitely naive, the film has a great deal of charm. If we take into account the fact that it was filmed during the German occupation during the Second World War, we can conclude that the authors of this film made a great accomplishment.
· After watching the film, describe in a few sentences which scenes left a special impression on you.
· During the watching did you ever feel that the film was shot in the occupied city?
· Aleksic recorded all acrobatic scenes without a safety net and without a stunt double.
· Which of these scenes made a special impression on you?
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· Our famous director Dusan Makavejev made a documentary under the same title in 1968, trying to explain this phenomenon, almost thirty years later. Explore the data on this film on the Internet so that you can draw a parallel between these two films.

· The film Innocence without Protection was banned by the Germans during the occupation of Belgrade, but it brought problems to Aleksić even after liberation of city due to the fact that he shot it in occupied Belgrade.
· Dusan Makavejev's documentary also had problems with censors due to the alleged fact that the main actor looked like Josip Broz.
